I am referring Mrs. xxxxxxxxxx to you for evaluation and possible treatment of the maxillary right and left sinuses. She is a 62 year old patient in good medical condition currently taking Bystolic (nebivolol) for hypertension and no known drug allergies. She does present a minor complaint of seasonal bilateral sinus congestion, however at this time she is asymptomatic. 

 Mrs. xxxxxxxx presented to my office for treatment of endosseous implant placement in the maxillary left first bicuspid area.  Upon CBCT evaluation of this area, it was noted there exists moderate inflammation and/or possible mucous retention cysts in both maxillary sinuses.  The maxillary ostium’s and osteomeatal complex appear to be patent.

My proposed future treatment will be placement of an endosseous implant in the maxillary left first bicuspid area.  This will involve the maxillary sinus proper. Therefore, I would greatly appreciate if you could evaluate and treat her paranasal sinuses accordingly and refer her back when she is a candidate for the implant procedure.
