During the assessment of an implant treatment planning CBCT, an opacified right maxillary sinus was noted.  Mr. xxxxx presents with a history of smoking and chronic congestion issues on the right side.  From the CBCT (enclosed), it appears the ostium and osteomeatal complex are not patent.
