Dear Dr. xxxxx,

I am referring Mrs. Xxxxxxxxx to you for evaluation and treatment of the maxillary right posterior region. She is a 61 year old patient in good medical condition currently taking no medications and no known drug allergies. Mrs. xxxxx presented to my office with a history of past history of rhinosinusitis.  Upon radiographic evaluation, it seems that she has moderate inflammation in the maxillary right sinus. The maxillary ostium and osteomeatal complex appear to be patent.  

My proposed treatment plan for Mrs. Xxxxx is for right maxillary sinus augmentation followed by placement of additional endosseous dental implants.  I would greatly appreciate if you could treat this area accordingly (if needed) or give me input on your evaluation of her paranasal sinuses with respect to contraindications for future maxillary sinus grafting.

The prophylactic regimen that I usually prescribe for sinus graft surgery patients include;

· Augmentin (875/125) BID -  1 day before to five days later

· Dexamethasone (4 mg)
2 tabs – I day before and day of surgery, 1 tab – 2nd and 3rd day

· Chlorhexidine (16 oz.) – BID for two weeks
